Sign of the times ~~ underscores the current state of society – usually negative

Matt 16:3 ~ …, ‘It will be stormy today, for the sky is red and threatening.’ ‘You
know how to interpret the appearance of the sky, but you cannot interpret the signs
of the times. 

Wash your hands of the matter ~~ not responsible ~ distancing from blame

Matt 27:24 ~ Pilate saw the he wasn’t getting anywhere and that a riot was
developing. So he sent for a bowl of water and washed his hands before the crowd,
saying, ‘I am innocent of this man’s blood.
