Dear First Presbyterian family,

different. The Latin word /imen means “threshold.” It is where we are betwixt and between, in
transition, from one way of being to the next. Liminal spaces can feel vulnerable, but when we
remain open to all God is doing in and around us, a liminal space becomes God’s ground for
authentic transformation.

For me, liminal space is about peeling away the layers that my ego places between me
and God. While I was discerning a call, my spiritual director shared a poem called “Layers.” At first
it made me think of a scene in Shrek where he talks about having layers, like an onion. I think we
all have layers and peeling away the layers leads us to our core ~ to finding God at our core.

I hope you find this poem meaningful, as we all try to live in the layers:

I have walked through many lives, some of them my own,
and I am not who I was,

though some principle of being
abides, from which I struggle
not to stray.

When I look behind,

as I am compelled to look
before I can gather strength

to proceed on my journey,

I see the milestones dwindling
toward the horizon

and the slow fires trailing

from the abandoned camp-sites,
over which scavenger angels
wheel on heavy wings.
