The event will take place on Saturday, November 2, 2019 at the Uptown Ministry 

Center behind Rania’s Restaurant from 8-3pm.

We are looking for 

friendly people to serve by escorting our clients throughout the clinic. These individuals will 

be our navigators and they will work in two shifts.  One shift will be 6:30am – 12 noon 

and the second will be 11am- 5pm.

Lead Navigators will be provided a free meal at lunchtime.
